The Severn Valley Limited

This train offers the opportunity to dine in authentic 1930s Great Western Railway
dining cars with seating for up to 161 in three coaches. The service operates February
to December and on most dining days there are two sittings, one from Kidderminster
and the other from Bridgnorth. These trains are marked in the Dining Diary.

The Severn Valley Venturer

The ‘Severn Valley Venturer’ accommodates up to 42 passengers in the comfort of a
classic 1950s first class dining carriage. It operates from Kidderminster to Bridgnorth
on selected dates from April to October and is marked in the Dining Diary.

Christmas Services

Christmas lunches and dinners are available in December – please see our Dining
Diary or our Christmas brochure, available in August, for further details.

Cream Tea in the Observation Car
Upgrade to first class travel by taking a single journey in our observation car.
Settle back in one of the comfy armchairs with tea or coffee and cakes as you
enjoy a unique view of the railway and countryside.

This 23 seat carriage is attached to two departures from Kidderminster and two
from Bridgnorth on selected dates throughout the year.

Advanced booking is not necessary – simply purchase
your train tickets as usual and pay the steward the
upgrade fare on the day. Should you wish to travel as a
group, you are advised to contact Restaurant Car
Reservations in advance.

The maximum capacity is 23 persons with a cold buffet option,
however the Shrewsbury Saloon has an additional facility for serving
a hot lunch for up to 10 people.

Travel in our diesel unit from Kidderminster, calling at Bewdley and Arley on the
way to our Visitor Centre at Highley. On arrival you are welcome to tour the
exhibitions and displays before enjoying supper from our curry buffet which
includes a free beer or alternative soft drink.
